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_ AMATEUR CHOIR : The BCFC is only open to non-professional choirs (competitive teams only).

2. MAXIMUM TWO CATEGORIES : All chairs are eligible to compete in a maximum of two competition categories. For choirs
competing in two categories, the repertoire for each category must be different.

3. PURE SINGING TIME : For all categories, the allotted pure singing time limit is 15 minutes (minimum 10-minute). This time limit
excludes the time incurred by applause or by stage entry/exit. Piece durations must be accurately submitted in the application
form. CAN BE PENALIZED FOR NOT RESPECTING THE TIME LIMITS.

4. CHOREOQGRAPHY : While choreography Is allowed, only the music will be judged during the competition (Except Ethnic
Category).

5. AUDIO FILE : All choirs {including 'festival only' choirs) MUST submit goed audio recordings (2 works within 10 minutes) in mp3

format for the initial screening and the result will be sent via email in a couple of working days.

The jury

1. The decision of the jury is final and cannot be contested.
2. In cases where the overall scores are the same, the final rankings will be discussed and decided by the jury.
3. Total score and juries comments per each category for each team will be sent to the choirs by Email within 2 weeks after the

competition.

Assessment Criteria

Each choir will be assessed on a 100-point scale based on the following criteria:
1. Artistic Performance (50 points) - Fidelity to score and Interpretation, Phrasing and Musicality, Overall Artistic Impression.
2. Technical Performance (50 points) - Blending and Balance, Accuracy of Pitch, Intonation and Rhythm, Tone Color and Choral
Sound
3. Number of points:

80.00-70.01 Silver Diploma
70.00 - Bronze Diploma
All choirs will receive a diploma and the choir receiving the Gold Diploma with the most points (3 choirs per category
from the highest) will be awarded the title "1st. 2nd and 3rd Prize Winner of BCFC".
4. For the sake of faimess in assessment, the score of any juries who has teacher-student refations and kinship with the choir will
be excluded

Special Adjudicator's Award

The jury can award special prizes or allow participation in the grand prix if they deem a particular cheoir or conductor to deserve so.

Category A (Classical Mixed & Equal)

1. Must include a minimum of 3 pieces in the Renaissance or Barogue period choir music.
2. All competition repertoire must be performed in the original language.

3. Accompaniment is NOT allowed while percussion is allowed.

4. No age limit.

5. Group size (including conductor and accompanist) must be at least 16 persons.

Category B (Ethnic/Traditional)

1. The pieces should be Ethnic/Traditional music from the choir's country of origin and other countries, or arrangements based on
ethnic/traditional music, and at least one song must include traditional music from the choir's country of origin.

2. Choirs should submit a document including a summary or description of each piece in English translation by July 31, 2024 (limited
to 100 words).

3. The combination of choreographic movements together with singing is permitted and desirable. THIS MAY DESERVE SPECIAL

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Accompaniment is allowed for all pieces.

2. Should have at least 1 piece without accompaniment.
